RIBI 81st ANNUAL CONFERENCE

HONOURED BY ROTARY
SIR GEORGE MARTIN
CBE 

Sir George Martin CBE was honoured by Rotary
International in Great Britain and Ireland on
Saturday 1st April 2006, when he was presented
with a Paul Harris Fellowship by President Elect of
Rotary International in Great Britain and Ireland,
Peter Offer. This prestigious award recognizes Sir

George’s outstanding achievements in the music
industry and his work for numerous charities over
many years. Sir George Martin is sometimes
referred to as "the fifth Beatle", a title that he owes
to his work as a producer of almost all the Beatles
records. In recognition of his services to the music
industry and popular culture, he is now a
Commander of The British Empire. His charitable
work is wide ranging:

• The Princes Trust Concerts. George has helped
to raise millions for the Trust over the last 20
years.

• The Queens Golden Jubilee Concert. The party
at the Palace pop concert held in the garden of
Buckingham palace was one of the most
watched pop concerts in history, attracting
around 200 million viewers all over the world
and raising millions for charitable causes. 

• Following the Hurricane on the island of
Montserrat, George produced a charity record
to raise funds. All the artists who had recorded
at Air Montserrat came together to record an
album, which George produced again, raising
lots of money. 

• The island was once again the victim of
disaster when a Volcano erupted. George
produced a concert at The Royal Albert Hall,
which raised 1 million pounds including DVD
sales. He has been fundraising ever since for
the island close to his heart and, with the help
and support of his wife Judy, has nearly
completed The Cultural Centre. George’s
mission was to raise 2.5 million pounds; he
has almost achieved that goal.

• He supports his wife Judy's charity. The Young
Persons Concert Foundation, which helps
promote Live Music in Schools.

• Following the tragic death of Diana, Princess of
Wales, he produced the biggest selling single
ever, Elton John's Candle in the Wind, which
raised millions for charity.

As well as all this, Sir George is a brilliant
Ambassador for The Institute of Cancer Research;
he supports Cancer Research UK, The RNIB and
many others. His generous donations of Beatle
Memorabilia and such like has raised considerable
sums for charitable causes over the years.
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The afternoon saw the Business Session (see the “ROTARY” April
2006 Supplement for 2005 Annual Report, Accounts and
Resolutions) which over-ran by almost an hour. Items 1-3 were
quickly passed by the voting delegates. 

With Item 4 “Proposed Budget for 2006-2007” the Honorary
Treasurer had great difficulty in “Selling” item 17 (page 11AR) -
Marketing Strategy (£136,800) and the resultant R.I.B.I. Subscription
of £43.00 to the delegates. A long debate ensued with an amendment
to “delete £100,000 from the budget for Marketing Strategy for 2007,
pending the membership receiving more detailed information on the
proposed expenditure,
and the R.I.B.I.
subscription for 2006/7
be no more than £41.00
was narrowly defeated.
The Treasurer's
proposals were then
passed. 

Items 5 & 6 were
quickly accepted.
Resolution 1/2006 and
1/2007 quickly received
the necessary 2/3 majority required. Resolution 3/2006 “To abolish
the Selection Advisory Committee for RIBI President & Treasurer”
resulted in a long debate with a large number of speakers for the
motion. One of the last speakers, R.I.B.I President Elect Peter Offer
probably swayed the outcome by stating that he had not intended to
speak but as he name had been mentioned by one supporter of the
Resolution he felt he needed to speak in support of retaining the
Advisory Committee even though he had not received the nomination
in the past, for which he was now pleased, as he now had thought the
time was right. When put to the vote there was a majority against
abolition. Resolution 4 / 2006 was then withdrawn and, after a short
debate, 

Resolution 5 / 2006 “To incorporate the RI Club Leadership Plan
within the standard RIBI Club By-laws” received the necessary 2/3
approval. 

During the debate it was stressed that the Leadership Plan was not
mandatory but optional for individual Clubs to make their own
decision. 

In the evening delegates had the choice of the Grand Belfast Ball or
a “Cavalcade of Song”, reports from both were glowing. 

SUNDAY
The morning commenced with “Thought for the Day” – The Methodist
College Junior Choir and Dr. Willie John McBride MBE, the Ireland and
British Lions Rugby Football captain of the 1960s/70s, gave the
address.

The final conference session began with fur ther trophy
presentations which included the PR trophy which went to District
1240 who had promoted our Aquabox. It was no surprise when the
Cule Lewis attendance Trophy went to President Mike's Club from
Mendip. 

Presentations followed from Ben Page of MORI and Emma
Sambrook on KidsOut. A humorous but serious address was
delivered by Lisa Burnett the - GB&I Rotaract Chairman and the
pre-coffee section concluded with two young Interactors Jack
Matthews and Sam Erksine doing a “Two Ronnies” type double
act. 

Following coffee and prize draws RIBI President Peter Offer
gave us his thoughts for the forthcoming year with a
presentation for the 2007 Bournemouth Conference and the
finaI address came from Rotarian, The Most Reverend Lord
Eames, Primate of All Ireland, who received a standing ovation.

DISTRICT ASSEMBLY

District Governor Rex opened the proceedings by
welcoming everyone to the District Assembly. This
was followed by an address by the SVP of the Rotary
Club of Mapperley Rotarian Stephen Bird who talked
about District Governor Elect David Curtis. 

David joined Rotary as a founder member of the
Rotary Club of Mapperley in 1986. He has recently
retired after 43 years as an Accountant with various
local authorities in Nottinghamshire reaching the
position of Assistant Director of Finance. 

District Governor Elect David gave a special
welcome to everyone attending the District Assembly,
particularly those Rotarians that were attending for the
very first time, which is so important in the
preparations for the year ahead.

David went on to introduce the Past, Elect and
Nominee District Governors, the six Assistant
Governors, members of the District Team, Committee
Chairmen, those Rotarians appointed to positions,
approved at the last District Council and finally the
Club Presidents for the next Rotary year.

David then introduced the theme for the
2006/2007 Rotary year which is “Lead The Way”
which reflects the belief in the power of Rotarians to
change the world. Together, 1.2 million Rotarians will
“Lead The Way” to a brighter future through
fellowship and service.

Throughout the world, including this country, there
are so many tremendous needs. It is impossible to
meet them all, so we must apply our efforts where
they can do most good. It is for this reason that the
2006/2007 President, Bill Boyd has asked us to
consider water management, literacy, health and
hunger, and the family of Rotary for next year.

Outside of Rotary, there is little awareness of
water management, the shortage of clean, safe
water in the developing world. The GSE Team led by
Rotarian Terry Leivers from Sherwood Sunrisers, has
just returned from India. They saw, at first hand, the
desperate need for wells to save the long trek to obtain
fresh water. The need for drinking water is desperate.
A bore well costs about £265 maximum and can
provide a village with clean water for 15 years! Ask
Terry to come and speak to your Club.

Literacy has the potential to halt the cycle of
poverty and bring a better life to the next generation.

Health and Hunger concerns encompass much
of the work that Rotary Clubs undertake. We must
continue to work for polio eradication until it is
achieved and pursue the many and varied health and
hunger projects that Rotary is well known for
worldwide.

Youth programmes, such as Youth Exchange,
Interact and Rotaract, are vital to ensuring the health
of Rotary’s future. Caring for Rotarian families can
only strengthen Rotary.

These are to be the main
emphases for next year for

Rotary International.

With regards to RIBI, next years President Peter
Offer will be visiting this District on Wednesday
October 18th and Thursday October 19th 2006. If you
would like him to visit your Club during these two
days, to see a project that you have been involved
with, then David will try and arrange this. The really
good news is that he will not be having yet another
theme for next year and no name for his group of
2006/2007 Governors.

EXTRACTS FROM HIS ADDRESS

ROTARY OFFICERS FOR THE YEAR 2006 TO 2007

RI President Bill Boyd

RI President Peter Offer

District 1220 Governor David Curtis
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His preferred projects are Impact, Wheelchair Foundation, the
Disabled Games in Coventry which has been supported by Clubs in this
District, and raising the profile of both Cancer Research and Barnardo’s.

Impact crosses many boundaries with a train running through India,
plus education and medical centres in Nepal, the Philippines, Sri Lanka and
parts of Africa. Impact not only restores sight, movement or hearing to
many, but gives medical help to those who are unable to get to a medical
centre.

It is estimated that over 100 million people with physical disabilities
worldwide need wheelchairs, though less than 1 per cent own or have
access to one. Wheelchairs cost £100 each but the Wheelchair Foundation
makes a donation of £50 so the net cost to a Club is just the remaining £50.
What a difference a wheelchair can make to someone who otherwise could
not afford to purchase one

David suggested two local charities as his preferred projects. The first
is a local charity “When You Wish Upon A Star” which aims to grant the
wishes of children with a life threatening or terminal illness and the second
is Life Education.

Life Education promotes healthy living, including drug awareness, in
younger schoolchildren by having trained Educators teach children in a
specially adapted mobile classroom. Perhaps you may consider
sponsoring the cost of a visit to a school near you to provide this essential
service. This would be £200 per day.

David stated that, at the RIBI Conference in Belfast, the budget was
approved for 2006/2007 in the sum of £43.00 per Member which included
the sum of £2.43 for the Marketing Strategy. He felt that this strategy has
been designed to give a consistent approach to whatever material is
produced by Rotary so that it can only be beneficial to our organisation. He
had been informed that Clubs will soon be able to download and
personalise the brand as well as purchasing stationery from RIBI.

There was a long debate on the Marketing Strategy at Belfast, however,
he was not prepared to go into detail at this time. All he would say is, that
in his opinion, marketing and publicity MAY help to generate additional
Membership and awareness BUT, to quote a current expression, we all
need to think outside the box.

He went on to say that it is up to each and every Club within this District
to review what they are undertaking and make the product, Rotary,
acceptable to new Members. If we were able to pour millions of pounds
into marketing and publicity, would there be an overwhelming increase in
the number of Rotarians? He thought not – and he mentioned the reserves
spent on publicity by Round Table a few years ago, which virtually
eliminated their cash reserves. It cer tainly did not increase their
Membership. Food for thought. David knows this issue will undoubtedly be
raised on his visits to Clubs and he will keep you fully informed of any
decisions made by General Council next year on this topic.

The second area is awareness of the Membership Development Plan.
This will be developed through the course of the year.

The third area is the Club Leadership Plan and the revised Committee
structure. It is not compulsory to adopt the Plan but it would benefit some
Clubs if they wanted to go along that route now and District would support
them. The District Training Officer will be planning meetings on this topic
during the year.

The fourth area is with regards to Foundation giving. As agreed at the
last District Council meeting, the suggested contribution to Rotary
Foundation in 2006/2007 is £33 per person.

The final area is to ask you for your support in attending the District
Conference which takes place on Friday 6th October to Sunday 8th October
this year. The building of the new Arena gives us the opportunity to hold,
for the first time, a Gala Dinner for all delegates on the Saturday evening
followed by a cabaret and finishing with dancing to four top sixties artists..

Over the weekend there will be top class entertainment, excellent
speakers and, of course, the usual fun and fellowship. David invites you all
to attend.

Finally, as Rotarians we know it is not enough to dream about a better
world. A better world will only come through careful planning, honest co-
operation and hard work. As Rotarians we will not just wait for it to happen.
Together we will “Lead The Way”

BILL HUNTLEY MBE
A PERSONAL TRIBUTE

Following the death of Bill it
is appropriate to look back
on his Rotary life from the
perspective of a fellow Club
member. Bill joined the
Sandiacre and Stapleford
Club in October 1970 under
the classification
“Institutions and Hospitals -
Approved Schools” and was
the Headmaster at the Risley
School, Risley.

As a new member he
entered fully into the
activities of the Club. There
was at this time
considerable change within
District 107 of which we
were one of the sixty eight
Clubs. The area covered by

the District was large and extended from Grimsby to Matlock, Bedford
across to St.Neots and all the east coast of Nottinghamshire. This
geographical area had become too large to be effectively covered and as a
result we were re-districted in 1972, our area becoming District 122. As the
new District Team was created Bill was elected as District Secretary only
having been in Rotary for some twenty months.

Although now a District Secretary Bill still fulfilled an active role within
the Club and in fact, as Secretary of the Club’s Community Service
Committee, we arranged the first Community Roundabout the object of
which was to give the local community the opportunity to see what local
Clubs and interests were available. After many meetings at Risley Hall we
finally had fifty three organisations take part in the grounds and the event
proved a great success.

It is easy to list the major offices Bill held over the years :-

• Club President - 1976 - 1977
• District Governor - 1977 - 1978
• President R.I.B.I. - 1986 - 1987
• President R.I. - 1994 - 1995

Over this extended period Bill was involved with many other facets of
Rotary activities, he was for example, a trustee of the Rotary Foundation.
Bill was also heavily involved in the move of R.I.B.I. Headquarters from
Sheer Lane, London, to Alcester.

Someone at Bill’s Memorial Service said that he never used notes whilst
speaking, true in the later years, but my recollection is of coloured A4
sheets of paper with various Biro headings for quotes etc. Bill became a
wordsmith by his own efforts. An example of his ability to speak “on the
hoof” occurred at District Conference when Ian Taylor was District
Governor. The main Sunday morning speaker was Jeffrey Archer.
Approaching the appointed hour Archer was nowhere to be seen, he was
in fact at the Isaak Walton at Dovedale, and following a “chase up”, he “hot
footed” it to Scarborough. Ian asked Bill if he would “fill in”, which he did
in flawless stile and, on conclusion, received enthusiastic applause. Archer,
by the way, did turn up literally about a minute before District Governor Ian
would have closed Conference.

What of Bill the man? I always found him friendly and approachable and
always willing to help others if able to do so. He was very much a family
man supported by Audrey and their four daughters.

Bill and Audrey moved to Sutton on Sea were Bill eventually became a
member of the Alford and Mablethorpe Club. He did however maintain his
contact with Stapleford and Sandiacre and was an Honorary Member.

One memory, of many, was the Conference at which Bill was R.I.
President – he invited all attendees from Stapleford and Sandiacre and
Alford and Mablethorpe to take afternoon tea with the family in the Hotel
roof garden.

Bill’s theme was “be a friend”, Bill was my friend.

METHODIST LIVE AT HOME SCHEME

Our Club, in association with the Methodist Live at Home Scheme, have
volunteered to undertake safety and security checks in old people’s homes.

First of all we have all had to undergo CRB checks and then through the
Methodist Live at Home Scheme we are given a number of elderly peoples
names.

We have also been to the Southwell Fire station and had a briefing evening
with one of their senior officers and been issued with check lists. We have
also received smoke detectors and other items from the Fire Service and
from Newark and Sherwood District Council’s energy programme.

What we do then is arrange to go and visit the people in their homes and
undertake a “safety audit” to ensure that there are no slip or trip hazards and 

to check that smoke detectors are fitted and that there is adequate means of
escape should a fire occur.

We also do a check of things like electrical points, sockets and fires to
make sure there are no obvious hazards. There is a “point scoring system”
so that we can make appropriate recommendations. In extreme cases we
would refer the notes back to the Fire Service for a visit.

Apart from our members time this new scheme does not have any cost
to the Club and is really a case of us working in the community for
everyone’s benefit.

In many cases these are people living on their own and they also
welcome our company for a couple of hours while we conduct the checks
and naturally chat to them.

They had
helped to refurbish a school, replacing windows, repainting etc and
generally making the school much more habitable for the children.  They
even found time for some sight seeing in Aggra – Taj Mahal etc.

Whilst the activity was not organised by Rotaract, it was nevertheless
great to see one of our members involved in such a fantastic project.  His
talk was very well received by the Rotarians present, who had in fact
financially supported the expedition earlier in the year.

We have had several social evenings out recently,  a curry night at the
Fisherman’s Rest at Broadholme near Ambergate, a Christmas “do” in
Duffield and badminton in Wirksworth, followed by a couple of drinks. As
the saying goes, “A good time was had by all.” I also had a meeting with
the Rotaract Club of Derby to check whether we could combine our
resources for any events or just have a joint night out. Still working on that
one!

You may (or possibly may not) have heard of the Tough Guy
Challenge.  Two members, myself and Lawrence took part in that event
recently – just for fun. It involves an eight mile cross country run,
followed by the worst assault course you can imagine. Climbing 60 feet
wood and rope frames, slithering through 30 feet long pipes, rope walking
(over beds of nettles) running through fire, swimming through the dirtiest
ponds and streams you can imagine (that’s after breaking through the ice
on top) running through mud up to your calves, etc etc. That was the
winter Challenge.

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UK ROTARACTORS
HELP BUILD BENIN SCHOOL
Students at Agla Primary School in Cotonou, Benin, were used to attending
classes under a roof of corrugated metal sheets perched precariously on
wooden stilts. The makeshift classrooms without walls were frequently
flooded during inclement weather, and parents in the school's poverty-stricken
neighbourhood found the physical dangers faced by their children a ready
excuse for keeping them at home.

A Rotaract initiative, however, changed all that. In the week of 23rd
January, a team of seven British Rotaractors and one Rotarian and their
Beninese counterparts worked feverishly to complete construction of a three-
classroom block in time for an inauguration that Friday.

"We worked all night," said Brian Stoyel, a past president of Rotary
International in Great Britain and Ireland, and chief coordinator of the effort, on
25 January. "Our team will be up another night if they need to."

Stoyel founded Rotaract Overseas Project as an International community
service effort in 1992-93, when he was Governor of Rotary International
District 1290 (England).

Mark Reed, of the Rotaract Club of Derby was one of the volunteers who
travelled on the two-week mission to help improve the lives of underprivileged
children in Benin's largest city. A management consultant, Reed noted that
constructing a building from scratch was a big challenge for the team. "Here
is very different from what we experience in the UK," he said of the conditions
in Benin. "But I like it. Overall, it is what I expected."

Team members responded to an ad Stoyel placed in a variety of
publications. Volunteers on any Rotaract Overseas Project must be members
of a Rotaract Club in Britain or Ireland and willing to work under difficult
conditions. "Rotaractors come from various occupations: I don't mind what
kind," said Stoyel. "They don't have to have any particular skills or knowledge
of a language of the area they are travelling to. They pay their own airfare and
have to also raise sufficient funds for the project."

For the Benin effort, the team raised £19,000 (US$33,668), all of it to help
procure construction materials and pay for associated costs. On average,
Stoyel noted, only about £12,500 ($22,150) is needed to fund a project.

Each Rotaract Overseas Project is aimed at providing a valuable
community resource, usually a building, to improve or promote education,
health care, or culture. In addition, each effort must be selected or approved
by its beneficiaries, involve area Rotarians, and use locally available products.
"I don't believe in going into another country with a European design," said
Stoyel. "We eat local food and live and interact with the local people."

Since its inception, the initiative has organized eight missions to Africa and
Eastern Europe and helped build or refurbish community centres, libraries,
medical clinics, and orphanages, and other institutions. Project-site countries
include Bulgaria, Romania, Gambia, Malawi, Tanzania, and Uganda. "In my
opinion, this is a fantastic type of Rotaract project that could really be extended
to other Rotary countries in the developed and developing world," said
Nicholas Mancus, of the Rotary Club of Cotonou-Centre.
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
